Every 
year, candidates can apply by the 
end of April if they have fulfilled a 
minimum of three different activities 
that fit the criteria. Applications are 
evaluated by the Research Advisory 
Board who decide upon those who 
earn the right to receive the award.

Provided Information about EMU
EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet Osam started 
the talk by providing the guests with 
information about EMU. Touching upon the 
stream of students, accommodation, academic 
achievements, mission and vision, financial 
affairs, international success and projects Prof. 
Dr. Osam highlighted the importance of the 
flow of students to the country. Indicating that 
the uncertain number is currently around 85 
thousand students Prof. Dr. Osam stated that the

Prof. Dr. Osam went on to underline that 
especially in recent years EMU is being preferred 

by Turkish Cypriot students. Proving a reminder 
that EMU is an internationally successful 
university, Prof. Dr. Osam stated that in 2019 
there was a decrease in the number students 
that were placed via the Assessment Selection 
and Placement Center (ÖSYM) for the other big 
four universities in the TRNC whilst there was a 
12.8% increase from last year for EMU. Moving 
on to accommodation, Prof. Dr. Osam indicated 
that there are five EMU dormitories with a total 
capacity of 1,331. Noting that there are some 
issues with some of the privately-owned campus 
dormitories Prof. Dr. Osam stated that the 

judicial process has started in order to terminate 
their contracts.  

Prof. Dr. Osam also addressed the university’s 
academic and scientific publications whilst 
highlighting their importance. Clarifying 
the university’s functional agreements and 
memberships Prof. Dr. Osam indicated that 
they have ongoing academic projects. Prof. Dr. 
Osam provided extensive information about 
these projects such as the joint project being ran 
with the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus 
(TRNC) Ministry of Health.

EMU RECTOR PROF. DR. NECDET OSAM 
FEATURES AS A GUEST ON MASDER’S FAMAGUSTA TALKS

The jury evaluation of the Ex-libris Competition 
organized by the Eastern Mediterranean 
University (EMU) Communication Faculty, 
Department of Visual Arts and Visual 
Communication Design and Poland’s Silesia 
University took place on the 1st of November 
2019.

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Eastern Mediterranean University (EMU) 
Faculty of Arts and Sciences has been ranked 
first in Cyprus in the Physical Sciences 
category of Nature Index’s European University 
Rankings, which has been annually announcing 
success rankings by country and academic 
institutions since 2015. In the period covering 
August 1, 2018 - July 31, 2019, EMU was 
ranked 2nd in Cyprus (including South Cyprus) 
in the European University Ranking of Nature 
Index 2019 in all fields with its publications and 
academic achievements. By ranking within the 
top 35 institutions in Europe and 10 in Turkey, 
EMU has earned the Nature Index Badge.  

“The Faculty will Welcome Further 
Achievements”
Dean of the Faculty of Arts and Sciences Prof. 
Dr. Mehmet Ali Özarslan pointed out that the 
Departments of Physics and Biology both have 
large contributions in this successful achievement 
and emphasized that 5 of the 9 articles published 
in prestigious academic journals belong to the 
faculty members of the Department of Physics 
and 4 to the Department of Biology. Prof. Dr. 
Özarslan also added EMU Faculty of Arts and 
Sciences Department of Physics has achieved 
the highest score and the first place throughout 
the island. Prof. Dr. Özarslan also pointed out 
that this remarkable success of the faculty has 
been achieved with its vision of quality. Prof. Dr. 
Özarslan stated that similar achievements will 

continue to increase and that the strategic plan of 
the faculty is to reach the targets to be achieved 
in quality and to make it sustainable. Thus, EMU 
Faculty of Arts and Sciences has achieved this 
important achievement four years in a row as in 
the last three years. Nature Index is a database that 
scans the articles published in 82 of the world’s 
most respected scientific journals in the fields 
of medicine, health, chemistry, physics, earth 
and environmental sciences in order to compile 
monthly and yearly rankings.

EMU ANNOUNCED AS A TOP UNIVERSITY 
FOR BUSINESS AND ECONOMICS EDUCATION

U.K based higher education ranking institution 
Times Higher Education (THE) announced the top 
universities for Business and Economics education 
in 2020.  The Eastern Mediterranean University 
(EMU) was the only university from the Turkish 
Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC) to feature on 
the list that included giants such as Massachusetts 
Institute of Technology, Stanford, Oxford and 
Cambridge. EMU featured in the 201-250 band of 
the list that featured a total of 632 universities. 

First amongst Turkish and Cypriot Universities 
EMU ranked higher than any Turkish university by 
being placed above Bilkent University that appeared 
in the 401-500 band and Boğaziçi University, 
İstanbul Technical University and Middle East 
Technical University that appeared on the 501+ 
band of the ranking. EMU also ranked higher than 
any Cypriot university. There is only one university 

from South Cyprus which featured in the 401-500 
band of the ranking. EMU featured in the 501-600 
band of THE’s ranking of universities providing 
engineering and technology education. A total 

of 1008 universities featured on the list on which 
EMU was fifth amongst 26 Turkish universities, 
second amongst Cypriot Universities and the only 
university from the TRNC.

EMU FACULTY OF ARTS AND SCIENCES IS
THE TOP UNIVERSITY IN NATURE INDEX RANKING 
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EMU COMMEMORATION PROGRAM              
The Eastern Mediterranean University (EMU) 
Atatürk Research and Application Centre 
(ATAUM) collaborating with the Republic of 
Turkey’s Atatürk Supreme Council for Culture, 
Language and History, Atatürk Research Centre 
hosted a panel and commemoration ceremony 
titled “In Commemoration of Medical Major 
Nihat İlhan and His Martyred Family: Panel 
on the Struggle for Existence of Turkish 
Cypriots and the Kumsal Attack” on Monday 
23rd December 2019 at 9:30, at the Mustafa 
Afşin Ersoy amphitheatre. Attending the 
ceremony was Nicosia’s Turkish Ambassador 
Ali Murat Başçeri, 28th Commander Brigadier 
of Mechanism Division Taner Uysal, President 
of the Atatürk Research Centre Prof. Dr. Adnan 
Sofuoğlu, EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet Osam 
and Gazimağusa Chief of Police Ahmet Beşerler, 
as well as society representatives, representatives 
of non-governmental organizations, Elazığ İzzet 
Paşa Foundation established by Medical Major 
Nihat İlhan, the Municipality of Elazığ, Bizim 
Külliye Magazine representatives, students and 
members of the press. The ceremony which was 
broadcast live on channels BRT 3 and DAÜ TV 
were viewed in Turkey and Azerbaycan.

“It Is The Symbol Of Our Struggle To Exist”
Republic of Turkey’s Atatürk Supreme Council 
for Culture, Language and History, Atatürk 
Research Centre’s central presidency and 
EMU-ATAUM since June, who together have 
been making preparations, began the panel by 
standing in silence and singing the Turkish 
National Anthem. The panels opening speech 
was made by EMU-ATAUM president, Assist. 
Prof. Dr. Turgay Bülent Göktürk, who stated 
that 21-25 December has a special meaning for 
Turkish Cypriots, elaborating that “These dates, 
that are defined as the National Struggle and 
Martyrs’ Week, are the symbol of the Turkish 
Cypriot struggle for equality and sovereignty, in 
other words, the struggle for existence. These are 
the dates where the price was paid for us to live 
here freely, peacefully and prosperously today.”

“We Have No Intention in Allowing The 
Genocide To Be Forgotten”
In his speech, Prof. Dr. Mustafa Necmi İlhan, 
the son of Medical Major Nihat İlhan, whom 
was murdered along with his family during the 
Kumsal raids, stated “Today we are together to 
understand the struggle of existence of Turkish 
Cypriots once again and to explain this to the 
future generations. We have not forgotten the 
torture and genocide of our fellow citizens in the 
face of my father, martyred family and the Turkish 

Cypriots, and we have no intention of allowing it 
to be forgotten. Malazgirt to Çanakkale, the fight 
against terrorism in Cyprus, the many veterans 
and martyrs that they gave, Anatolia and Cyprus 
are the only homelands they have ever known. 
We have no other place to go, and we have no 
intention of leaving this land.”

In his speech, EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet 
Osam stated that he doesn’t like the month of 
December, however this has nothing to do with 
the cold weather. He explained it is because during 
this month that the Turkish Cypriot people were 
subjected to an incomparable massacre. Prof. 
Dr. Osam continued “I was born in 1961 and in 
1963, I was put in the position of an immigrant. 
With the 1974 peace operation, we began to 
experience more freedom. Our childhood went 
by talking about when Turkey would come to the 
island. 
We would look forward to the Turkish Regiment’s 
day of change; maybe one of our soldiers’ hats 
would fly during the change so we could wear a 
piece of that glorious uniform. At this moment 
in time, a soldier from Gazianteps hat is in my 
room.” Prof. Dr. Osam further advised “We are 
announcing one more time from here to the 
world, our loyalty to our motherland. Turkish 
Cypriots will never end their struggle to exist and 
will continue to exist forever.”

Cyprus History In All Of Its Dimensions Has 
Been Reflected 
In his speech, President of the Turkish Republic 
Atatürk Research and Application Prof. Dr. Adnan 
Sofuoğlu enlightened the attendees on Cyprus 

history post 1571. Following the 2nd World 
War, with the 12 islands that were in the hands 
of Italy handed over to Greece, the possibility of 
Cyprus being given to Greece was emphasized, 
and the Cyprus issue was more seriously on the 
agenda. “In fact, considering its geographical 
and physical values, the island of Cyprus is 
part of Anatolia” he further explained. Prof. Dr. 
Sofuoğlu talked about subjects such as the 1950 
Zurich Agreement and the 1960 establishment 
of the Republic of Cyprus, opposing the Greek 
constitutional order, the Turkish 1974 Peace 
Operation that pushed organisation of the Bloody 
Christmas events while the Greek and Greek 
Cypriots followed the “Akritas Plan” policy, in 
all of their dimensions.

Mehmet Güder, Mayor of Elazığ Municipality, 
said “This is the result of an epic resistance that 
the soldiers and the Mujahideen gave shoulder 
to shoulder at the expense of their lives. Today, 
we observe that the threat to the Turkish Cypriots 
is persistently pursued by the Greeks and global 
collaborators. Turkey’s Cyprus cause is an 
indispensable case. As homeland and guarantor 
country, we will continue to stand by Cyprus and 
Turkish Cypriots as in the past. Together we paid 
heavy prices, but the Turkish Cypriot will never 
and will never be alone on this island”.

“Turkish Cypriots Will Live Forever and 
Free”
Nicosia’s Ambassador of the Republic of Turkey 
Ali Murat Başçer of Nicosia expained, “the 
events of December 1963 is known in history as 
‘Bloody Christmas’. This is our 56th year. What 
happened in December 1963 was a turning point 
for the Turkish people living on this island. As 
İsmail Tansu described in his beautiful book, ‘In 
actual fact no one was actually sleeping.’ But in 
1963, the activities of the EOKA organization 
surfaced. The events of 1963 were the beginning 
of the struggle that showed that the Greek Cypriot-
Greek persecution would not be submitted to. 
During the 1960 Republic of partnership, the 
Greeks regarded the Turks as a minority. They 
even put it openly and said, ‘If you don’t accept 
this, then let’s deal with this with guns and we 
will eliminate you’ thus putting the Akritas Plan 
into action. Makarios stated that this agreement 
would be a springboard for ENOSIS. The 
responsibility that fell to the Turkish community 
was to stay united and together against this

mentality, and with the support of Turkey, to 
endure and resist. It wasn’t easy. It’s been a long 
process. The struggle that started in December 
1963 and ended with the happy Peace Operation 
in July 1974, was the guarantee that the Turkish 
Cypriots would live independently on this island 
forever. We as the Turkish Nation do not live with 
a sense of revenge. But our future generations 
need to be equipped with a sense of history. The 
amount of honor we have for not having this 
revenge is insufficient” he explained.

The Program Continued In Two Sessions
The ceremony, under the management of the 
Atatürk Research and Application Centres 
central presidency continued in two sessions. 
The panel included; Assist. Prof. Dr. Turgay 
Bülent Göktürk’s “The Massacre Experienced 
by the Turkish Cypriots During the Historical 
Process,” Dr. Ayşe Şebnem İlhan’s “Biography 
of Medical Major Nihat İlhan,” 
President of the Mujahideen Association Yılmaz 
Bora “Why 21st December 1963,” Ambassador 
Ahmet Zeki Bulunç’s “The Greek Cypriot-
Greek Duo’s ENOSIS Genocide and the War of 
Existence of the Turkish Cypriot People,” Prof. 
Dr. Necip İlhan’s “The İzzetpaşa Foundation 
and Medical Major Nihat İlhan’s Services” Ex 
President of the Mujahideen Association Vural 
Türkmen’s “One Critical Night,” and teaching 
staff Süheyla Göktürk’s “The Barbarian Museum 
through the Eyes of the Visitors,” that were 
presented on the day.

During the afternoon session, state artist Mustafa 
Turan, Elazığ Bizim Külliye magazine’s Editor 
in Chief Nazım Payan and Charicaturist Osman 
Suroğlu were featured. The Elazığ İzzet Paşa 
Vakfı, Elazığ municipality and the Bizim Külliye 
Magazine that were established by Medical Major 
Nihat İlhan, were attended by representatives of 
around 40 people to take place at the memorial 
ceremony.

Elazığ Bizim Külliye magazine published 
thir 82nd issue in December, with the section 
“Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus Literature, 
In Memory of Medical Major Nihat İlhan and his 
Martyred Family” featured.” In this magazine, 
the articles of many Turkish Cypriot artists and 
historians were given place to. This particular 
issue was distributed to all the attendees at the 
panel. The Cyprus related charicatures prepared 
by Charicaturist Osman Suroğlu, were printed 
in Photoblock form and exhibited in th EMU 

Central Lecture Halls on the day of the panel. 
Additionally, the projects prepared by EMU 
students in relation to the Turkish Cypriot 
Struggle for Existence, were presented to the 
attendees at the panel.

Hosted by 
the Eastern Mediterranean University, the said 
panel is organised in collaboration with the 
Turkish Republic Atatürk Supreme Council 
for Culture, Language and History, Atatürk 
Research Center and EMU Atatürk Research and 
Application Center (EMU ATAUM).   Present at 
the commemoration ceremony which took place 

at the Museum of Barbarism at 10:30 a.m. were 
Turkish Republic Ambassador to Nicosia Ali 
Murat Başçeri, TRNC Deputy Parliamentary 
Spokesperson Zorlu Töre, Commander of 
Security Forces Altan Er, EMU Rector Prof. Dr. 
Necdet Osam, T.R Supreme Council for Culture, 
Language, and History, Atatürk Research Center

children and family of Major Nihat İlhan, whose 
children and spouse were martyred in Kumsal 
raid, Elazığ İzzet Paşa Foundation and Elazığ 
Municipality and Bizim Külliye Magazine 
representatives, representatives of combat 
associations, organisations and schools and 
military officials. At the ceremony during which 
a moment of silence, national anthem and volley 
salute were performed, wreaths were laid on the 
monument. 

During the ceremony Şehit Ertuğrul Primary 
School student Belgin Çelikesmer read a poem 
and Cyprus Turkish Forces Infantry Commander 
Raif Akgün, the Association of Martyrs’ Families 
and Disabled Veterans, Culture Branch Chair 
Kadir Okyar and Nihat İlhan’s son Prof. Dr. 
Mustafa Necmi İlhan delivered speeches. 

In his speech, Prof. Dr. Mustafa Necmi İlhan said 
“We, as a family, suffered four casualties, while 
the Turkish Cypriots lost hundreds. Long live our 
homeland”. Prof. Dr. İlhan added that they will 
continue to support the Turkish Cypriots in their 
struggle for existence. Following the speeches, 
Turkish Republic Ambassador to Nicosia Ali 
Murat Başçeri and EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet 
Osam laid flowers on the monument and visited 
the museum.

Following the ceremony, the aforesaid 
representatives paid a visit to the Republic of 
Turkey’s Ambassador to Nicosia Ali Murat 
Başçeri. During the visit, Ambassador Başçeri 
congratulated the representatives of the 
institutions that orgqanised such a successful 
event and underlined the essence of conducting 
such activities more frequently. Rector Prof. 
Osam stressed that they are always ready to host 
activities as such. The program came to a close 
after the visits of the guests from Turkey to the 
war cemeteries in Boğaz, Muratağa, Sandallar 
and Atlılar Şehitlikleri.

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The Urban Furniture Design Competition 
organized by the Eastern Mediterranean 
University (EMU) Architecture Faculty, 
Department of Interior Architecture and the 
Municipality of Famagusta has come to an 
end.  The competition that took place amongst 
EMU students was attended by over 200 
students with 51 different projects. The award 
ceremony of the competition took place at the 
St. Paul Church in Famagusta’s Old Town. 
All projects were exhibited at the ceremony 
where the participants were presented their 
certificates.

A statement released by the EMU Architecture 
Faculty, Department of Interior Architecture 
noted: “The project aims to design a seating 
unit for socializing and resting at the Ali Mahır 
Park. The winning project will be realised by 
the municipality. We believe that the indicated 
public space will become more lively and 
fun after the project is brought to life. It will 
contribute to urban life and be aesthetically 
pleasing.”

Further Collaborations for Famagusta
The jury comprised of municipality 
representatives chose the top three projects and 
honourable mentions. The award ceremony 
was a fun and dynamic event. University 
and municipality representatives indicated 
that this initiative can be seen as the first 

step towards a more productive collaboration 
between the university and the municipality. 
EMU Vice Rector for Student Affairs Prof. 
Dr. Sonuç Zorlu Oğurlu congratulated the 
winners, all participants, academic staff and 
the organization committee indicating that the 
university administration will always provide 
support for similar organizations that establish 
connections between the university and the 
general public. Famagusta Mayor İsmail Arter 
relayed his aspiration for further collaboration 
with EMU to create projects that will contribute 
to a better Famagusta.

The Eastern Mediterranean University Cyprus 
Policy Centre (EMU-CPC) and the EMU 
Business and Economics Faculty, Department 
of Political Science and International Relations 
collaborated to organize a panel titled “Semi-
Presidential System for a Federal Government 
in a United Cyprus”.  The speakers of the panel 
were Universitas Foundation President Dr. Nikos 
Peristianis and EMU Business and Economics 
Faculty, Department of Political Science and 
International Relations academic staff member 
Prof. Dr. Yücel Vural. In his opening speech, 
panel moderator EMU Business and Economics 

Faculty, Department of Political Science and 
International Relations Chair and CPC Director 
Prof. Dr. Ahmet Sözen presented the speakers and 
drew attention to the fact that Cyprus is the only 
European Union member to use a Presidential 
system. 

Presidential and Semi-Presidential Systems 
Prof. Dr. Vural and Dr. Peristianis started their 
presentations by explaining the latest model 
discussed on the negotiation table according 
to information they have acquired. They 
emphasized that executive power is divided 

amongst the President, Vice President and 
Council of Ministers in the federal system 
currently being discussed. The President and 
Vice President are chosen by a public cross vote 
and there is a rotating presidency. The professors 
also touched upon certain principles that have 
been agreed upon or are still being discussed 
such as the ‘minimum single positive vote’. 

Prof. Dr. Vural and Dr. Peristianis also spoke 
about the disadvantages of the presidential 
system model that is currently being discussed 
such as the centralization of executive power, 
political diversity not being represented in the 
executive organ, political parties being excluded 
from the executive organ in a multi-party 
system, the possibility of the ‘minimum single 
positive vote’ decision making method leading 
to polarization, ambiguity and uncertainty 
regarding accountability and the likelihood of 
disputes between the President, Vice President 
and Council of Ministers. Prof. Dr. Vural 
and Dr. Peristianis went on to describe their 
recommendation of a semi-presidential system 
which is a combination of the presidential and 
parliamentary systems. Highlighting the primary 
characteristics of such a system Prof. Dr. Vural 
and Dr. Peristianis stated that the President and 
Vice-President will be in charge of security and 
external affairs whilst the Prime Minister and the 
Council of Ministers will be in charge of other 
federal executive affairs.

EMU ARCHITECTURE FACULTY

“SEMI-PRESIDENTIAL SYSTEM FOR A FEDERAL GOVERNMENT IN A 
UNITED CYPRUS” IS DISCUSSED AT EMU
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Eastern Mediterranean University (EMU) 
continues its artistic activities within the framework 
of the protocol signed with Rüstem Bookstore. 
In this context, EMU diversified its activities 
with the design exhibition of Günay Güzelgün, a 
Cypriot artist who was born in 1944 in Luricina.

Attending the exhibition were EMU Rector Prof.

I would like to 
thank our dear coordinator Zehra Şonya for the 
work she has done and will do so far. I believe 
that the works to follow will contribute greatly to 
the island. The fact that a nation can reach certain 
points in time is a feature that can emerge with its 
serious approach to works of art and artists. As 
EMU, this is what we are trying to do, and I hope 
it will be a long-term effort and our artists will 
take their place both in society and in literature. I 
sincerely thank our artist and curator for providing

EMU JOINS THE GLOBAL CLIMATE STRIKE MOVEMENT 

SCT ELECTRICAL AND ELECTRONICS TECHNOLOGY DEPARTMENT 
CONTINUES WITH VOCATIONAL OBSERVATION VISITS

The Eastern Mediterranean University (EMU) 
joined the “Global Climate Strike” movement that 
took place at the same in many different regions of 
the world. During the Global Climate Strike which 
took place on the EMU Campus, the Interaction 
Club operating under Social and Cultural Activities 
Directorate delivered the message: “Don’t change 
the climate, change the system”. English and 
Turkish declarations were read at the event which 
was supported by numerous student clubs such as 
the Molecular Biology Club and the Cinema Club. 
Those attending the strike planted a pine tree in the 
garden to send the message “Produce oxygen and 
support green”. The activists walked to the main 
entrance of campus whilst reciting slogans. The 
declaration which was read indicated that the strike 

was deliberately held on “Black Friday” a day when 
consumption is increased. 

 “Don’t Change the Climate Change the System”
The EMU Interaction Club declaration reads as 
follows: “We are the future of our planet and on 
the fourth Global Climate Strike held in our country 
we are taking to the streets with children and young 
people across the world to protest climate change 
and ecological crisis. The Global Climate Strike has 
chosen the 29th of November especially because of 
“Black Friday” which encourages us to consume 
via sales applied to numerous products. With this 
strike, we hope to make our voices heard at the 
25th United Nations Climate Change Conference 
(COP25) that is going to be taking place on the 
3rd of December 2019 in Madrid. According to an 
Intergovernmental Science-Policy Platform on 
Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services (IPBES) 
report, 1 million of the 1.7 million species on earth 
will face the risk of extinction if measures are not 
taken.”

“We Want Our Future” 
The declaration continued as follows: “We want 
climate justice in other words we want to secure 
human rights and development in terms of climate 
change, fair sharing of climate change effects and a 
search for fair and joint solutions to climate change. 
If we don’t halve CO2 emissions of greenhouses 
gases which are currently 53.5 billion tons per year 
by 2030 the temperature will increase by 1.5 °C by 
2040 and 2 °C by 2060. The movement started by 
our activist friend Greta Thunberg which involves 
striking instead of going to school on Fridays has 

brought about big achievements as more and more 
young people from across the world are making 
their voices heard with the goal of protecting 
their future. As Greta said: “Change is coming 
whether you like it or not!” On this day of “Global 
Climate Strike” we invite municipalities to re-
evaluate the Famagusta – İskele – Yeniboğaziçi 
City Development Plan which is directly related to 
the environment and climate. During the strike the 
slogans “The climate is in a state of emergency!”, 
“Stop the usage of fossil fuels!”, “Don’t save 
corporations, save the planet”, “No carbon future 
or no future!”, “Last 11 years to reduce greenhouse 
gasses”, “We want our future” and “We don’t have 
another planet” drew great attention. 
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Within the scope of their social responsibility 
projects, Eastern Mediterranean University Foreign 
Languages and English Preparatory School (EMU-
FLEPS) organized an event with “The Biking Club” 
comprised of elementary level students to raise 
awareness about cycling. The said event took place 
on Friday, the 13th of December 2019. EMU-FLEPS 
students and academicians stopped at the EMU and 
Famagusta roundabouts to draw attention to the fact 
that bicycles are a part of traffic too. Brochures on 
increasing the usage of bicycles were handed out and 
slogans chanted.    

Positive Feedback from the Community
Members of “The Biking Club” received positive 
feedback from the community during their 10 
kilometer ride. In the Famagusta Old City, the team 
chanted slogans such as “More bicycles, less cars” 
and received support from the shopkeepers. After 
the colorful and enjoyable event, “The Biking Club” 
members stated that they are going start working on 
establishing a club to operate under the EMU Social 
and Cultural Activities Directorate in order to be 
able organize events that can be attended by larger 
numbers of people.
